       There is a missionary activity of Jesus’ Truth to Eternal Life most clearly defined in  

 Matthew 25:35-40: 
35 For I was hungry and you gave me something to eat; I was thirsty and you 
gave me something to drink; I was a stranger and you welcomed me; 36 I was 
naked and you clothed me; I was ill and you took care of me; I was in prison 
and you came to visit me.’ 

37 “Then the righteous will say to him, ‘Lord, when did we see you hungry and 
give you something to eat, or thirsty and give you something to 
drink? 38 When did we see you a stranger and welcome you, or naked and 
clothe you? 39 When did we see you ill or in prison and come to visit 
you?’ 40 And the King will answer, ‘Amen, I say to you, whatever you did for 
one of the least of these brethren of mine, you did for me. 

Mary’s Homes of Hope represents this missionary activity by serving the 
many named in Matthew 25.  We are not confined to just a few.  We serve 
where we are called. 

You are our prayer warriors that give of your time, talent, and treasures 
that connect you with our missions. 

The center of our missionary activities is Jesus in the Blessed Sacrament in 
His chapel at Mary’s Homes of Hope.  Mass is offered twice each month 
and also daily adoration.
